getting to know each other activity:  
Method:

Think of three things about you that you think are unique to you in this room [although it is possible other people not in the room could have or not have, or be or not be, or be able to do or not do, or likes or doesn't like etc].  No birthdays, addresses, or names.
Examples of facts you could use:

I am the only one in the room who............

....has grade a 8 piano pass

....has a Dad who is a lorry driver

....has 6 toes on one foot

....has had my appendix out

....has been to Japan

....has met the queen

....doesn't like chocolate

....has a pet snake

....likes classical music

....was born in India

....collects frogs

.... plays the cello

....is allergic to potatoes

....lives in a flat

....goes to trampoline club

If someone else in the room calls out that they share the fact with you that you thought was unique to you, you give up a bead.  
Start with three beads.  If you lose three beads you are out of the game.
