For the next meeting on                      , we are having a Patrol makeover competition.

Each Patrol can enter as many categories as it chooses, but each Guide can only be entered in one category.  

So the whole Patrol could all enter in category 1 and no other, or you could enter one person in each category, or two people in category 3 and two in category 4 and 2 in category 5 or whatever you choose.

If any of your Patrol has skin allergies or does not want to be made up for any other reason, that is fine; do not put them under any pressure to take part, but they may still help with making up someone else if they choose.

So bring along, if you have any, some lipstick, eye make-up, glitter gel, blusher, hair styling tools and products, nail varnish, face paints or accessories such as hair slides, scrunchies, clip on hair extensions, wigs, jewellery, scarves etc.

If you are bringing electrical equipment such as styling tongs or crimpers, it is essential that these are in good working order and that you are experienced at using them.  

For hygiene reasons your hair styling equipment, especially brushes, combs etc must not be used for any one else, and this also applies to eye make up and lipstick.

Please also bring cotton wool and eye make up remover, cleansing cream / facial wash / cleansing wipes and nail varnish remover OR have these ready at home if you wish to show your family your new look.

These are the categories you can enter:

1. FILM STAR: a look suitable for a top film actress to attend the Oscars …glamorous, sophisticated and lots of style. Hair up on the head.

2. ROCK CHICK:  suitable for a pop star appearing on TV - cool, modern and cutting edge. Hair styled to get attention.

3. PUNK or GOTH:  over the top, rebellious, crazy and slightly alarming. Hair spiky and bold.

4. GLITTER BABE:  lots of sparkle, glitter and glitz. to get you noticed. Hair to match.

5. NATURAL BEAUTY:  under-stated, neutral and earthy colours, to enhance rather than cover nature. Hair free and unfussy.

6. IN DISGUISE:  change the appearance of one of your patrol so she looks amazingly different from her every day appearance.
