Bring:         

A small amount of money for the collection and an 

umbrella or raincoat if rain is likely (as part of the service is held outside around the war memorial.)  Coats should be left inside the church porch as you go in and collected as you go out.

Colour party:  
If you have been chosen to carry or escort the

flags or carry the wreath there will be a rehearsal on Friday 11th Nov. at 7.00pm at Bramshott.  This should be for about half an hour.  You do not need to wear uniform.  

Would parents please do their best to enable their daughters to attend this service as it is one of the few times that Guides are asked to take part in village events and it is important that we have a good turn-out.
