CARNIVAL 2004 - SATURDAY 30TH OCTOBER
INFORMATION FOR GUIDES AND OLDER BROWNIES 

On the day of the carnival, have a main meal at lunch time, and arrive at the Guide HQ at 3pm for a final dance dress rehearsal.  

Bring a packed tea and drink to eat prior to departure, (but do not drink too much as WC visits are not possible during the procession!)  Be aware that there is a very long wait in Longmoor Road while judging takes place, which can be for two hours.  Sweets and a drink will be provided.

If it is very cold, wear several thin layers under your costume, and wear close fitting black gloves, but there will not be room on the lorry for coats or bags. Only bring a mobile phone if it is ESSENTIAL. If you MUST, the phone must be clearly named and it will be kept in the lorry cab during the procession AT YOUR OWN RISK.

We will make our way round the route as usual, starting around 7pm and then return to the Guide HQ where your parents can meet you, very approximately at 8.30pm.  If your parents want to collect you from Tower Road as we walk back to the Guide HQ after the procession, then make sure they see your Guider before you go.  If you are to be collected by someone other than your parent, or you are allowed to leave by yourself, make sure this is made clear on the permission slip.  (For safety reasons, Brownies on the float will not be allowed to leave until we reach the Hall. ) 

If you would like to help with preparations for the float during the week prior to the carnival, speak to your Guider who will give you details of what needs to be done. 

Also if you would like to help decorate the float on the carnival day, come along to the hall (in old clothes) from about 10am onwards, or for as long as you can spare.  Dads are urgently needed from about 9am to help with  construction, lighting, sound system, etc.  Lunch will be provided for all-day helpers. 

NB VERY IMPORTANT: Please ensure that all your costume is returned to the Guide Hall on the evening of the procession or at the latest during the week following the carnival.
